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Dear Members

As there are only a few more days until the performances, here is a list of guidelines that we ask you to follow to ensure that everything runs as smoothly as possible.

Student arrival times:

· FRIDAY AND SATURDAY:
FIRST HALF: If your child is in the first half of concert, they are required to be at their dressing room, dressed with hair and makeup done properly NO LATER THAN 5:15PM at the latest.

SECOND HALF: If your child is only in the second half of the concert, they are required to be at their dressing room, dressed with hair and makeup done properly NO LATER THAN 6:45PM at the latest.

ALL DANCERS: All dancers are required to stay until the end of the show for Finale. Once you arrive, you cannot leave until Finale / the show is finished – this excludes all Saturday Morning kids (Tiny Tots & Mini tap / ballet / jazz / acro) – Saturday Morning dance kids not in finale can be collected and taken home once their final dance is complete. 

*Please note; We ask that all dancers remain IN THEIR DRESSING ROOMS until finale is complete, however, 
 if your child wants to watch the show, they must have a ticket and we ask that you only pick one show for this. They are only allowed to leave dressing rooms once their last dance is finished and must be back in their dressing room by dance 25. ‘Vroom Vroom’ to prepare for finale. If you take your child from the dressing room, it is your responsibility to get them back in time for finale. NO child will be allowed to leave their dressing room until they have completed all their dances.

· SUNDAY:
FIRST HALF: If your child is in the first half of concert, they are required to be at their dressing room, dressed with hair and makeup done properly NO LATER THAN 11:15AM at the latest.

SECOND HALF: If your child is only in the second half of the concert, they are required to be at their dressing room, dressed with hair and makeup done properly NO LATER THAN 12:45PM at the latest.

ALL DANCERS: All dancers are required to stay until the end of the show for Finale. Once you arrive, you cannot leave until Finale / the show is finished – this includes all Saturday Morning kids (Tiny Tots & Mini tap / ballet / jazz / acro).

*Please note; We ask that all dancers remain IN THEIR DRESSING ROOMS until finale is complete, however, 
 if your child wants to watch the show, they must have a ticket and we ask that you only pick one show for this. They are only allowed to leave dressing rooms once their last dance is finished and must be back in their dressing room by dance 25. ‘VROOM VROOM’ to prepare for finale. If you take your child from the dressing room, it is your responsibility to get them back in time for finale. NO child will be allowed to leave their dressing room until they have completed all their dances.







GUIDELINES: 

1. We ask that all performers are punctual and prepared.  

2. All dancers must arrive, ready for their first performance including make-up and hair. There will be volunteers backstage to help with costume changes throughout the performance.

3. Performers should bring a small snack and water for the performances. Absolutely no hot food is to be brought into the Town Hall, Backstage Area or Dressing Room areas. PLEASE COVER UP BEFORE EATING OR DRINKING IN COSTUME - drinking water is an exception.

4. Please check the Dressing Room Allocations to ensure where dancers should be.

5. Slime and Chewing gum is strictly prohibited in the Town Hall, Backstage and Dressing Room areas.

6. Strictly no jewellery (includes sleepers or stud earrings), watches or nail polish to be worn on stage.

7. All performers are required to remain backstage and to be signed in / out by their parents. The sign in/out register will be set up outside the dressing room.

8. All students must be taken to and signed in at their allocated dressing rooms - NO parents will be allowed inside dressing rooms unless on the volunteer roster. Our volunteers will help the kids set up their stuff.


9. No parent is to go backstage at all. This includes taking quick change items - our dressing rooms volunteers will collect and take quick change items all at once before the show starts.


10. There is to be no videotaping or photography during the performances. Due to copyright regulations, it is prohibited by law. The Association will be taping and photographing the performances for everyone to purchase at a later date. So put those phones away and just take in the moment of your children dancing on stage.
